Weather Policy for Trussville Parks and Recreation Athletic Fields

When field conditions are questionable due to weather, Trussville Parks and Recreation staff will make a determination by approximately 3:00 PM on weekdays, and earlier on weekends, depending on scheduled activities. If field conditions change during play, Trussville Parks and Recreation staff may suspend play until further notice.

Please note:
· Updates will be issued primarily via Facebook and through email to the coaches involved in the scheduled activities.
· Notifications may change if weather conditions worsen after the initial update.
· These weather-related decisions apply only to on-field activities at City-owned facilities.



Lightning and Thunder Policy
Staff and/or game officials have the authority to delay or cancel practices and games if:
· Thunder is heard,
· Lightning is seen, or
· A staff member’s weather app shows lightning within 10 miles of the facility.
If instructed by a staff member to leave the field due to these conditions:
· You must immediately vacate the field and return to your vehicle.
· Dugouts and bleachers are not safe shelters and cannot be used during lightning or thunder.
Play or practice will be paused for a minimum of 30 minutes. The 30-minute delay will reset each time thunder is heard, lightning is seen or detected within 10 miles.



Rain Without Lightning
In the case of heavy rain without thunder or lightning, participants may remain in dugouts or under covered awnings at designated facilities until conditions improve (decided by TPR Staff).



Temperature Thresholds
Outdoor activities will be suspended when the heat index reaches 100 degrees F or the wind chill drops to 32 degrees F. If during play, the threshold is reached, play will be suspended at that time.







Penalties for Non-Compliance
Failure to comply with weather-related instructions may result in:
· Immediate suspension of the team’s coaching staff,
· Revocation of game and/or practice privileges for the remainder of the season,
· Possible permanent ban from coaching within Trussville Parks and Recreation programs.
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
